Wood River Resource, Conservation & Development Council Meeting
November 1, 2007

Attendees:  Buck Ward, Rusty Parker, Polly Huggins, Rocky James, Helen Edwards, Bob Bolte, Bill Davis, Julie Thomas, Jamie Shetler, Ron Chapman, Aaron Andrews, Ray Mitchell
Meeting called to order: 6:58 p.m.

Introductions were made for the group.

Buck Ward made the motion to approve last month’s council meeting minutes, Bob Bolte 2nd motion.  All approve, none oppose.  Motion passes.

The necessity of a council audit was discussed.  The correspondence sent as a proposal from HCM Holmstead was read.  Rocky comments on the process and the necessity of the audit, from a present and future standpoint.  Polly was told it would be required in her QAR by Bob Tribelhorn.  Julie Thomas comments that she has not been told they will be required to have an audit.  Rusty Parker states that no action should be taken until the council is provided proof an audit will be required by Bob Tribelhorn, in writing.  Aaron Andrews agrees.  Audit topic will be moved to the December 6th meeting agenda.
Bob Bolte read the Treasurer’s Report.  All agree they like the new format for the report that Rocky has printed however; there are line items no one understands.  Rocky will get the pertinent answers.  Buck Ward makes the motion to approve the Treasurer’s Report, Aaron Andrews’ 2nd motion.  All approve, none oppose.  Motion passes. 

Julie Thomas spoke of grant she was given by BLM for the Mid-Snake RC&D for $500K.  Just coming up with list of projects, WUIs, and reported participation and what projects will be funded through her program.  RC&D can request educational funding from this grant.  She expects to have a consolidated order by January.  Polly requests ‘chum’ items similar to 35th anniversary banner and Julie fully approves.  Polly asks if she should make a presentation of items to Julie, Julie asks her to just order products and send her the bill.  Also to fall under the grant umbrella prevention education, fuels, manipulation.  Aaron Andrews suggests a location and Julie states it would meet criteria.  8 counties are to be included under umbrella.  Potential projects are discussed and Julie states it can be done, “she can do it all,” if she can get the BLM to sign off on it.

Terry Lee was next on the agenda and was not present.  Polly broached the subject of Terry’s request in that Terry feels the administration fee (of 5%) should only be charged to funds that come in from the County/BLM level and not on individual payments made to the program.  All agree that the administration fee should be charged on ALL fees collected and presented for administration as the paperwork/time/reporting is still the same.

Polly updated council on Tuesday and Wednesday’s meetings for Idaho’s Bounty.  She is impressed with the group of people that are on the committee and their dedication.  The visioning meeting held on Wednesday had 18 people in attendance and they are not focusing on the ‘now’ but have been plans for the future, many that the council will be able to help with.  The council agrees Polly should continue her efforts with Idaho’s Bounty and seek grant opportunities as she sees fit.

Ray Mitchell updated the council on the Stevens Grant progress and the status of the grant.  The grant is running in the red, on a verbal comment that all future activities to finish the year will be funded, but nothing has been forwarded from funding parties in the form of an extension of the project.  Ray is made aware that if County Commissioners or BLM does not actually fund the requests, Ray will be responsible for paying the remaining balances of invoices presented for payment.  The council, county and BLM will not be responsible without an extension on project.  Ray says he will get the commitment to the council.

Jamie Shetler made a plea to the council for the Lincoln County Recreation District for RC&D support.  Buck would like to see a formal plan of what the Rec District would like to accomplish.  Polly feels there are several grant opportunities she could pursue on behalf of the District if the council wanted to take it on as a new measure.  Aaron Andrews made the motion to facilitate grants for the Lincoln Country Recreation District, Buck Ward 2nd motion.  All approve, none oppose.  Motion passes. 
Polly introduced the IDL/Fleck Summit project and meetings.  She will need 40% of homeowner’s participation for project.  She would like to hold meetings on processes and education.  Administration fee comes from state monies.  Buck Ward made the motion to take on the IDL/Fleck Summit project as a new measure, Aaron Andrews’ 2nd motion.   Measure to be dated today’s date 11/1/07.  All approve, none oppose.  Motion passes.

Polly read Coordinator’s Report.  The November 7th meeting listed needs to be changed to the 16th of November.

Rocky asks the council how they would like her to report her time.  She operates off a calendar.  Rusty Parker suggests using Quick Books to enter and print off a timecard report.  Council agrees that knowing just dates and time put in will be acceptable.
The December 6th meeting will be an evening meeting at 7:00 p.m.

The Department of Justice/OUST issue is discussed.  Polly states Andrew Richards with the DOJ has requested the council’s files from 1999, regarding OUST application without the use of a subpoena.  Polly feels the council files are in extremely good order and should answer all of the DOJs questions.  Helen Edwards makes the motion that the DOJ supply a written request for the records, as well as an invoice for copying expenses, Aaron Andrews’ 2nd motion.  All approve, none oppose.  Motion passes.
Buck Ward made the motion to close the November 1, 2007 meeting at 9:30 p.m., Helen Edwards 2nd motion.  All approve, none oppose.  Motion passes.
